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The Layered Triangle (eight piece closed assembly)

The following instructions will guide you through the folding process. But first, here are
a few tips to help you be successful.

1. All squares should show the same image in the same place before you begin folding
    (i.e. Right side up or upside down, all should be the same).
2. Liquid adhesive works best and a little goes a long way.
3. Practice on a plain square of paper when first learning, and then move on to the
    good stuff

Begin by holding the square
pattern side facing you, fold the
lower left corner back and up
to make a triangle.

Fold the upper left corner down
to the lower right. Stop
approximately 3/8 inch from
the point as shown. Crease well.

Raise up the top triangle flap
so that it is at a right angle with
the bottom triangle. Press down
on the creased edge of the top
triangle (the open edges will
separate from each other). Press
flat to form a small square.

Assembly: Holding one piece
horizontally and one piece
vertically, line up the bottom
corners as shown.

Rotate the vertical piece up (keeping the bottom points
together), allowing the left side of this piece to fall
behind the square of the horizontal piece. Secure with

Continue with all pieces. The first piece will be pulled forward to fit into the last. Your
finished elements should look like this.
