Materials 
 
40-watt light bulb  
mini curly hair 
1-1/4" wooden doll head  
craft paint 
ribbon  
ribbon rose 
pipe cleaner/chenille stem 
strip of pearls 
hot glue gun & glue sticks 
fine-tip marker 
 
Steps: 
 
1. Paint the wooden head. Let dry. 
2. Draw on face.  
3. Glue hair around head, starting at the bottom and moving up. 
4. Tie and adhere ribbon around the outside of the bulb and finish with a bow. Add the 

ribbon rose. 
5. Make a bow for the wings and attach to the back.  
6. Glue on a pipe cleaner for the ornament hanger. 
7. Glue completed head on the top of the light bulb. Add a halo of pearls.
